them are separated from us by the horrors of war,
we, to-day, renew our Promise to strive for Friend-
ship between the children of the world, as a prepara-
tion for the Peace that must one day come.

“ That was the Chief's 1deal—a world in which
all young people are united in one big family, held
together by their Promise of Service to Others; the
end towards which he worked—the Hope to which
our Thinking Day is Dedicated.’’

PIGEONS FLY FROM SWANSEA
The great day had arrived! We
peered anxiously at the sky. A
mist had boeen blowing in from the
sea since early morning, and we
were told that if it Dbecame too
thick our pigeons could not be
released.  So it was with im-
mense relief that, as the time drew
nearer, we saw the clouds lifting
and promise of Dbetter weather
ahead.

At eleven o'clock  Guiders,
Guides, Rangers and Brownies,
numbering  some hundreds, from
different parts of Glamorgan, were
gathered in horseshoe formation
around the tall Venetian mast
opposite the front of the stately
buildings of the new Guildhall at

Swansea. At the opening of the-

horseshoe was the Mayor, sup-

ported by Commissioners and

Secretaries, We were very sorry

that our County Commissioner was

unavoidably prevented from being
with us.

We were there to watch our
winged messengers set off on their
210 miles’ journey. They were to
be the proud bearers of a message
from the Guides of Glamorgan to
our Chief Guide in London, and
they scemed to understand the
importance of their mission, for
they started to coo loudly to each
other from their wicker cages as
soon as the proceedings com-
menced.

After the Division Commissioner
bad given some explanation of
the flight, the Mayor read out
the message, and the pigeons
were then released by Gold Cord
Guide Bunty Lee, of Cardiff,
and Sea Ranger Betty Morgan
Rees, of Swansea, assisted by
Dorothy Rendell, a Brownie of
the Ist Bishopston Pack, and

Margaret Scott, of the 2nd
Glamorgan Post Guide Com-
pany. We watched our pigeons
circle overhead and then fly
eastwards. How, we wondered,
did they know the way?—and
still we wonder.

As they disappeared into the
haze, one of our Commissioners
sped them on their way with
a poem of her own inspira-
tion:— °
